MINIMUM/MAXIMUM QUANTITY

(a)  Minimum-Contract Quantity: shall be the one half the estimated quantity for each awarded contract line item (CLIN), FOR THE BASE YEAR ONLY.  
Example: Line items 1-44 are awarded.

For Item 1 the stated estimated quantity in the schedule is 1,500. 
The minimum amount the government guarantees to order over the life of this contract is therefore 750 of Item 1 per this example.  

In other words, BLM is not guaranteeing the purchase of the estimated quantity of a given item--we are not saying that we will purchase 1,500 units of item 1, nor that we will order $5,000.00 worth of that line item.  We may order more or less than our estimated quantity.  However, we are stating that the minimum amount we will order, in quantity, for all line items awarded will be one half of the estimated quantity for each awarded contract line item, over the live of this contract, per this example.

(b)  Maximum Contract Quantity: shall be the total estimated quantity (for the base plus the four option years) for each contract line item awarded plus 25%.

GENERAL BACKGROUND

THE INTENT AND DESIRE OF THIS PROCUREMENT IS TO MAINTAIN UNIFORMITY OF THE EXISTING BLM UNIFORM COMPONENTS WITH REGARDS TO STYLE, FABRIC AND COLOR.

The national uniform program for the Bureau of Land Management (hereinafter referred to as BLM) was started in 1988. As a public land management agency, the BLM desires the primary color scheme for uniform components to be earth tone shades (e.g., tan, natural, brown, taupe, khaki, beige, sand).  The objectives of this acquisition are to provide uniforms for BLM employees that support the following goals of the uniform program:
1)
Provide easy identification of BLM employees to the public

2)
Enhance BLM employee pride

3)
Project a positive BLM-wide image with durable and comfortable clothing that maintains a neat appearance

4)
To enhance authority and obtain cooperation from the public when representing the BLM

The program must also provide, through a uniform contractor, a uniform supply system that will ensure good quality uniforms with timely deliveries.

The lands BLM manages are diverse and in most cases very remote.  Consequently, employees need garments that are flexible enough to work in under rough conditions, in various elements, and in various climates.  Employees work in a variety of indoor and outdoor environments: offices, warehouses, deserts, forests, mountains, etc.  The employees are also responsible for maintaining their uniforms and need garments which are easy to maintain and do not require dry cleaning.  BLM employees are conscious of how they appear to the public they serve and need garments that are not only functional but are comfortable, fit well, and look good. 

The BLM has 199 offices throughout the continental United States and Alaska. The headquarters for the BLM is in Washington, DC. There are 12 state offices primarily in the western United States, 175 district and field offices, National Operation Center (Denver, CO), National Office of Fire & Aviation (Boise, ID), National Law Enforcement Office (Boise, ID), National Training Center (Phoenix, AZ), National Wild Horse & Burrow Center (Sparks, NV), Alaska Fire Service (Ft. Wainwright, AK), Anasazi Heritage Center (Dolores, CO), and Helium Operation (Amarillo, TX). Some offices are located within the same city.
There are approximately 11,000 full time BLM employees 4,000 personnel authorized to wear the BLM uniform. 

In general, the BLM uniform program is a decentralized program with authorization, ordering, and enforcement control at the local level.  A National Uniform Coordinator, located at the National Operation Center in Denver, Colorado, is the Contractor’s key contact.  This individual provides the necessary guidance on the program and issues policy and procedures.  The National Uniform Coordinator is also responsible for forming the BLM National Uniform Committee.  This Committee consists of (1) an Associate State Director who acts as the chairperson, (2) a male field representative, (3) a female field representative, (4) a law enforcement representative, and (5) a Washington Office representative.  These members have voting authority to recommend additions, deletions, and changes to the uniform program. (Deletion of an authorized component may be allowed under this type of contract, with of course the understanding that the minimum dollar amount specified by the Government as a guarantee is met, changes may be made to substitute a different style, color, or fabric content for a like item, additional components however will have to be competed on the open market.)  In addition, advisors may be added to the Committee on an as needed basis.

Uniform component orders will be placed directly to the Contractor by authorized BLM employees though the use of a government charge card.  In addition an authorized BLM employee may also make personal purchases of approved uniform components utilizing their own personal funds by any acceptable payment method (i.e., personal credit card or check).  A uniform allowance is granted only to employees authorized to wear the uniform.  The maximum amount authorized, by law, for each employee is $800 per annum.  Although the maximum amount is $800, the average amount authorized is about $400.  A government credit card not specifically identified as a uniform charge card may also be used for office purchases of uniform components.  Office purchases include the purchase of any item in the schedule for visitors and volunteers (no uniform allowance is involved).

B.9
STATEMENT OF WORK

A.  Uniform Quality and Special Requirements
1.  The Contractor shall provide high quality commercial available or manufactured uniform components identified in the Schedule, located above, in accordance with this statement of work and Attachment 4 located in Section D, entitled BLM Specifications utilizing commercially available stock components.  A commercial item buy does not preclude a company from manufacturing a garment specifically for BLM and offering this component as part of their product line (either exclusively for BLM or available to the general market place) however, the company shall assume all liability risks with regard to minimum fabric buys, minimum cut and sew orders and all resultant inventories.  

The Contractor shall provide uniform components that are durable, washable (dry cleaning for ties is acceptable), and comfortable.  Good color retention and a good fit are also requirements for BLM uniform components.  Refer to Attachment 3, Definition of Fabric Properties.
2.  The Contractor shall provide sizes not identified within the size ranges of the specifications, which are hereinafter called "nonstandard sizes."  Nonstandard sizes also refer to maternity wear and special cuts for the uniforms of employees with unusual measurements and/or disabilities.  Maternity wear is required for women’s shirts and slacks only, but special cuts may be required for all components.  The Contractor must show flexibility and creativity (such as substituting Velcro fasteners for buttons or allowing for extra fabric in a pair of pants to fit over a brace) in meeting the uniform requirements of employees with disabilities.  According to past history, the BLM has less than one percent of employees requiring special cuts.  Non-standard size orders shall be delivered within 60 calendar days from the date of order.

3.  The Contractor shall provide minor alterations to include hemming and the routine process of cutting-to-length and/or folding bottom edges and stitching in accordance with specification size requirements.  Minor alterations also include the direct embroidery of the BLM emblem or sewing the emblem (patch) on the item.  If the Contractor is awarded an item which requires direct embroidery or a sewn on patch it is the Contractor's responsibility to met the emblem application requirement.  See the specifications, Attachment 4, for items which require emblems.  Minor alterations shall be finished and order delivered within the 15 working day delivery time frame.


4. The vendor awarded the line items requiring an emblem shall provide and sew the emblems on those items. 

For example, if a vendor is awarded item #19, coveralls, the vendor shall acquire and apply the emblems onto the shirt.  However, emblem application varies - sometimes it’s a patch, sometimes its direct embroidery.  This requirement applies to both methods.  See item specifications for required method. 

5.  All items offered, at a minimum, shall conform to the quality of the Item Sample. 
6.  Some items are specified Brand Names such as Blauer shorts and cargo pants, Levi sand color stonewashed jeans, and Wrangler dark brown jeans.  Refer to clause 52.211-6 Brand Name or Equal.

7.  Warranty and or guarantee of items.  

B.  Ordering and Billing

1.  The Contractor shall provide an accurate, customer-friendly, ordering system that ensures BLM employees receive the contract specified uniform components at the correct contract price.  This system shall include, at a minimum: a toll-free telephone number to customer service representatives, a fax number for orders, and a mail-in address.  Customer service representatives shall, at a minimum, be available by telephone during normal business hours (for the time zone where the customer representatives are located), Monday through Friday.  Additional ordering system features such as an e-mail ordering system or ordering through a company web page are also acceptable.  

REPORTING:  BLM requires reports regarding uniform activity such as, summaries for items ordered, returns, special orders, backorders by individual and/or by office and/or by State. The Government intends to include uniform component ordering information on its BLM Uniform web page.  If the Contractor has a web page that would provide ordering information or other useful information to BLM employees, the Government may wish to include a link to that site.   Other customer service reports such as number of complaints, reasons for complaints, etc., would be nice, but are not required.

2.  Charge card ordering and billing shall be accomplished as follows:

a)  Individual orders for uniform components shall be charged to a special government credit card or debit card.  This card is issued to all BLM employees authorized to wear the uniform and has up to a maximum annual imposed limit of $800 per card holder.  Other designated individuals within BLM offices may also place orders for uniform components.  These purchases, known as office purchases are also charged to a government credit card or debit card.  Since the credit card company bills the individual who place the charges the Contractor is not required to send a bill/invoice as payment is received at the time of ordering.  Contractor is to provide a packing slip with each order detailing the items ordered, quantity and price.

b)  Prices charged for BLM components listed in the contract schedule shall be in accordance with the prices provided in the schedule.  Since schedule prices are all-inclusive, BLM employees shall not be charged extra shipping costs, taxes, or other additional charges for contract items.  Additionally, Contractor’s minimum order requirements for items specified under this contract do not apply, except as specified in contract clause 52.216-19, Order Limitations, located in Section C.

3.  The Contractor shall establish and maintain a system for processing BLM orders to include returns, exchanges, refunds, backorders, and nonstandard size orders.  All backorders require written notification to each individual within 10 working days of Contractor’s receipt of the individual’s order.  The backorder notification will include an expected delivery date.  If the delivery date is exceeded a second backorder notice must be provided to include a revised delivery date.  This notification process shall continue until the backorder has been shipped.   

4.  The Contractor shall produce and disseminate to employees order forms and catalogs.

a) Twenty (20) order forms shall be distributed to each BLM location within 20 days after contract award.  One order form shall be sent with each uniform order.  In addition, fifty (50) order forms shall be sent to the COR.  Notice:  Downloaded order forms may satisfy this requirement.

b) Twenty (20) uniform catalogs containing all awarded uniform items shall be distributed to each BLM location within 60 days after contract award.  If the contractor’s current commercial catalog is used for this purpose, an instruction sheet shall be attached to the catalog that lists the BLM uniform items with the contract prices and additional description as applicable, such as polo shirt #1234 includes embroidered BLM emblem. The catalog and instruction sheet combination shall depict the actual color of the garments, and include instructions for returns/exchanges, and ordering of non-standard sizes.  Catalog supplements depicting changes shall be printed in accordance with the contractor’s commercial practice for issuing supplements.  Fifty (50) copies of the catalogs and catalog supplements shall be sent to the COR.  

Notice:  On-line viewing of components may satisfy this requirement.

C.  Delivery and Backorders
The Contractor shall assure delivery times from all sources (whether items are provided by the Contractor or are subcontracted) comply with the delivery time frames specified in paragraph B.11 to BLM locations within the continental United States and Alaska.  The BLM recognizes that there will be times when components are not in stock and must be backordered.  However, backorders shall be delivered within 60 days.  A backorder that can not be delivered within this timeframe shall be considered late, and entitles the Government to consideration, to be negotiated.  The Contractor shall inform employees of the status of their backorder and anticipated shipping date, in accordance with paragraph B.9 B.3 above.  

D.    Uniform Changes
1.  BLM’s goal is to keep all uniform changes to a minimum.  All deletions, and other changes to uniform contract line items, whether initiated by the Contractor or the government, shall be negotiated as part of a contract modification pursuant to contract clause 52.212-4, paragraph (c) Changes, located in Section C.  Changes to uniform components shall be accomplished as follows:

a)  The BLM reserves the right to make changes in specifications including deleting or substituting garments within the general scope of the contract.  Such changes are expected to be limited to 1-3 per year, although the Government shall not be held to this estimate.  When Government requested changes resulting in BLM customized garments, such as embroidered garments or garments with sewn-on emblems, in Contractor’s stock becoming discontinued, the Contractor will be informed in a timely manner and a phase-out plan for reducing inventories will be negotiated.   The Government however, is not liable for any inventory.

2.  For Contractor-initiated changes to existing items, the Contractor shall provide a sample to the COR for approval.  Contractor initiated changes/substitutions shall be at no cost to the Government.  The Contractor shall notify the COR when items are discontinued, and shall provide substitutions that are similar in style and color and are fully coordinated with the rest of the uniform line.  All substitutions are subject to the approval of the COR.   

E.
  Other Requirements
1.  Some travel (1-3 trips per year) may be necessary for the Contractor in working with the COR and the Contracting Officer in Denver, Colorado; BLM personnel at the headquarters in Washington, DC; and other areas within the BLM that may require the presence of the Contractor. The Contractor shall bear all travel costs for their employees and these costs will not be reimbursed by the BLM.

2.  The Contractor is responsible for BLM component inventory maintained at Contractor facilities.  BLM will not reimburse the Contractor for any remaining inventory at the conclusion of this contract.

PLACE OF DELIVERY

The articles to be furnished hereunder shall be delivered to various sites throughout the continental United States and Alaska, with the exact locations specified in each order.

B.11
DELIVERY TIMEFRAMES 

All ordered components are to be delivered, FOB Destination, within 15 working days after receipt of order (ARO).   

Nonstandard sizings (special orders) are to be delivered, FOB Destination, within 60 working days ARO.

Backorders are due to be shipped on the anticipated due date, which shall be no longer than 60 days for all orders including special orders.  After that date if the order is undelivered the order shall be determined to be late, this entitles the Government to consideration, to be set at 10% reduction in the price of the item.

B.12
PACKAGING/MARKING

A.
Packaging
1. All items furnished under this contract shall be handled in such a manner to protect them from any damage while in the possession of the Contractor.  The Contractor shall pack all items for delivery consistent with standard commercial practices to ensure carrier acceptance and to provide adequate protection from shipping damage or loss during transit to the contract designated destination point.  The Contractor may use their standard packaging practices, provided it meets this requirement.

2. The Contractor shall be responsible for any damage or loss caused by improper packaging and any damage or loss while in transit.

3. Delivery of items required by this contract will be at the Contactor’s expense.

Marking
         Each package, report or other deliverable shall be accompanied by a letter or other document which:

a. Identifies the contract by number and the Task Order number under which the item is being delivered.

b. Indicates whether the Contractor considers the delivered item to be a partial or full satisfaction of the requirement.

BASE YEAR OF PERFORMANCE

The base year of performance will commence upon the negotiated agreed to effective date and continue for twelve consecutive calendar months.

OPTION YEARS OF PERFORMANCE

This solicitation includes an option to extend the term of the contract for four option years.  Any contract resulting from this solicitation may be renewed, at the contract prices as stated in the Schedule of Items, at the option of the Government.  See Section C, Clause 52.217-9, Option to Extend the Term of the Contract.  The option years of performance (option year one through four) will commence upon the effective date of option exercise.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

The equivalency of Style, Fabric and Color compared to that of the existing uniform components the BLM purchases will determine whether the proposal is reviewed. The evaluation will be performed on how similar the Item Sample provided compares in look and style to the item the BLM currently acquires. This is a subjective evaluation. This is a GO/NO GO.
Each proposal submitted on this solicitation that meets the equivalency above will be evaluated according to the criteria stated below. The criteria are listed below in order of importance.  

CRITERION 1:   Uniform Quality and Special Requirements - Elements that will be evaluated include:
