Lead Hazardous Waste Disposal Services

Provide services for the disposal of paint chips containing regulated levels of lead, zinc and chromium.  The paint chips are RCRA lead hazardous waste that will require stabilization prior to being land-filled.  The services required include, but are not limited to:

· Review laboratory analysis obtained by the Government to determine the best, most economical means of disposal in accordance with all applicable environmental regulations.

· Check disposal drums for proper labeling.

· Prepare hazardous waste manifests for the Government’s review and signature.

· Haul hazardous waste to the disposal site.

· Forward any documentation received as a result of the disposal actions to the COTR.

Paint chips will be contained in up to 40 ea. 55-gallon closed top steel drums.  Suisun Bay Reserve Fleet personnel will load their conveyance.
